Objective. Foreign literature systematization on geopolitical problems of
the Caspian region.

Methods.  General-scientific  methods  (analysis,  deduction  and
induction).Applied methods: comparative studies, institutional method, etc.

Results. Analysis and brief description of the literature of foreign authors,
devoted to the main problem issues of the Caspian region. The article is devoted to
the analysis of foreign literature on the geopolitical problems of the Caspian region
since the late XXI century (period after the collapse of the USSR) up to the present
time. Some key scientific aspects of international relations are presented and
the reasons for close attention to the Caspian region at the current stage of science
development are identified. Participants in the main political processes: Caspian,
transit and global or regional. At the same time, the views on the current geopolitical
situation in the region, related to the emergence of new independent international
actors, their interaction with each other in various spheres, with conflicts and security
are shown. The contents and peculiarities of the works of foreign researchers are
considered and, in this regard, the need for further study of foreign works is justified.
Clarifications are given on the issues encountered in the domestic literature
fragmented because of the lack of translation of works in the public domain.
The spectrum of problems, on which the authors focus their attention, is shown and
systematized. These include, in particular, economic and logistical as well as political
issues, mainly related to the energy sector

Scientific novelty. The author's classification of studied foreign literature on
geopolitical problems of the Caspian region is proposed.

Practical significance. Analysis of the presented foreign literature and its
further systematization can be used in future studies of the geopolitical situation in
the modern Caspian region.
