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Description of the

Problem

The children who are included in the
lowest quartile, intellectually, of the
population are steadily demanding
more attention from

psychologists, educators, and various
social agencies. No matter what the
problem being examined, whether it is
learning, adjustment, or social
behavior, this portion of the population
IS sure to be involved as a factor to be
evaluated.

They are problem learners in school
because of their limited rate and level
of development.

They are adjustment problems because
of the innumerable failure and
frustrating situations they encounter
while they are growing up

situations that under present conditions
they can do little or nothing about.

They are behavior problems, but not
just because of their inability to meet
the demands of their environment. The
majority of the group are raised in the
slum areas of the community, where
certain kinds of deviate behavior is not
only condoned but in many instances
actually encouraged.

The composition of this 25 per cent of
the population is heterogeneous, as are
the problems presented. Intellectually
and educationally they form at least
three broad and rather distinct groups.
These are the mentally deficient, the
mentally handicapped, and the slow
learners.

The mentally deficient are severely

retarded. They compose approximately
0.5 per cent of the total population.
Between 3 and 4 per cent of the
population is mentally handicapped.

These persons are potentially educable
to a limited degree and capable of
working on unskilled and semi-skilled
jobs. The remainder of the lowest
quartile are slow learners. About one-
fourth of them come from adequate
homes and are making a reasonable
although somewhat difficult
adjustment to the traditional school and
instruction.

The remainder, 14 or 15 per cent of the
population, comprise the group around
whom the various problems are
centered. It is this group of children for
whom more appropriate educational
programs and experiences must be
developed.

Thus, the problems of curriculum
planning and organizing the programs
of the school to include instruction
designed to meet the needs of the slow
learners have become of major
importance to educators and society in
general!

The awareness of the problem and
consequent pressures for a solution
have grown steadily since World War
Il. As time has passed, rather than
arriving at answers to the various
questions that have arisen, educators
have found the prob lem becoming
more and more intensified as more
questions to which they have few
answers are raised both within the
profession and by individuals and
groups outside the profession.

been made painfully aware of the need
for some kind of solution to the
problem. Motivation for a desire to do
something stems from many stimuli.
Parents  request guidance  and
differentiated programs for their
children who are having difficulty
completing the general educational
requirements. Civic groups are asking
whether special programs are being
provided various groups of "problem"
children. Researchers are pointing out
that an unreasonably large number of
children are not completing their
public school education. Their reports
often imply that the fault lies with the
schools and their lack of adequate
programming and instruction.

Teachers are demanding to know what
should be done with certain children
under current promotional
policies-children who are academically
incapable of benefiting from the
educational experiences provided in
the next class, grade, or

school.
What is the answer? Where is the
solution?  Study  councils  have

organized to attack the problem usually
with inadequate time or

resources. Too often the personnel
assigned to participate have had
insufficient influence or authority to
try out new approaches and their chief

administrators  have not  been
sufficiently interested or
knowledgeable to  follow their

recommendations. Visits have been
made to other school systems with the
hope that in a single day sufficient
information will be gained to warrant

the transplanting of the program
observed to existing programs,
preferably with a

minimum of disruption.

Teachers conferences have been held
in the hope that some speaker in his
45-minute address will be able to
provide a blueprint. Only rarely has a
community resorted to research-
research through which they have
attempted to clearly define their
problems, to establish an hypothesis,
and to test a solution

or a number of solutions with adequate
controls and evaluation.

The teacher who is daily facing the
children is fully aware that a major
problem exists. He knows from
personal experience that the provision
of meaningful experiences for the slow
learners is one of our most acute
problems. While he may have
relatively little under-standing of their
characteristics and consequent
educational needs, he is still aware that
their attitudes and behavior indicate
that the educational experiences being
provided at the present time have little
value or meaning. He is, nevertheless,
expected to provide them with as
adequate an educational program as is
provided the majority of the children.
At the very least, he is expected to
"keep them quiet" so that they do not
interfere with the other pupils or
disrupt the discipline of the room and
school.

Since the teacher is unaware of the
characteristics and limited learning
ability and potential of the slow
learners, his primary efforts are usually

in the direction of "bringing them up to
grade level.” He devotes a
disproportionate amount of time
preparing special help activities. He
may also use too large a portion of the
instructional  time in  remedial
activities. For the slow learners, these
activities are usually a waste of time,
since they literally are intellectually
incapable of keeping up with the
normal stream and achieve at grade
level unless a retention policy is used
extensively.

Innumerable articles have appeared in
professional periodicals, but they have
done little to indicate a solution to or
clarification of

the problem. Rarely do they provide
the basic help, information, or guides
required to develop educational
programs for the slow learners.
Articles concerned with the specific
solution to a specific problem in a
specific setting have little or no general
value unless (1) the situation can be
duplicated or (2) principles can be
evolved

that have general application. As a
result of the limited treatment of the
problem, these articles have tended to
confuse and discourage rather than
clarify and point out directions toward
solutions.

One of the greatest deterrents to any
positive action has been the lack of
definition and a commonly accepted
terminology. In fact, the present use of
terms has tended to confuse the issues.
The reader is too often required to

carefully evaluate the
material

contained in an article or book before
being able to determine the specific
group of children with whom the
author has worked or to whom he is
referring. Where this careful evaluation
is not done, the reader may accumulate
a great deal of information that has
little or no meaning for the group in
which he is interested but to whom

he applies it indiscriminately.

descriptive

DEFINITION OF TERMS

Numerous terms have been used by
various groups when referring to
persons with retarded intelligence.
Such descriptive terms as slow learner
and mentally handicapped have been
used interchangeably. They have been
used as descriptive terms by some
persons and to refer to specific groups
with restricted degrees of mental
retardation by others.

Many parents, and clinical
psychologists and teachers when
talking with parents, use the term slow
learner when referring to marked
degrees of mental retardation to soften
the impact of the diagnosis. The term
slow learner is obviously more socially
acceptable than such terms as mentally
deficient or feebleminded.

Authorities have also used the term
slow learner to refer to groups of
children with varying degrees of
intellectual ability. To some it means
those children who do not keep up to
grade level in their academic work,
regardless of cause. Thus, in their
concept the slow learners may have

average or above average intelligence.
To others, slow learners are that group
of intellectually retarded children who
only have a potential academic
learning ability of second to fourth or
fifth grade level. These children, in
most states and larger communities
have special class placement made
available to them. Some

states use the term slow learner in their
educational regulations to pertain to
children of any level of mental
retardation. Other states,

such as Ohio, use the term to refer to
the educable group, previously
discussed, who require special class
placement.

It is obvious that there is no universally
accepted terminology. Certain terms,
however, are gradually coming to have
relatively  broad acceptance by
substantial numbers of educators. For
purposes of mutual understanding
between the readers and the author, the
most common educational usage will
be accepted. To further reduce
confusion, these terms will be defined
and used consistently whenever
reference is being made to a specific
educational group.

Mentally retarded

The term mentally retarded is ordinarly
used as a descriptive term including all
children with any significant degree of
mental retardation. As a result, it gives
no specific indication of the
individual's potential or level of
academic ability. It includes children

with mental ability from a level so low
that no academic skills can be learned
to levels approaching normalcy
allowing the individual to potentially
achieve from sixth to eighth or ninth
grade level.

About 20 per cent of the general
population has some significant degree
of mental retardation that prohibits
them from learning academic skills at
the normal rate and to the same degree
of understanding and proficiency that
is ordinarily expected from most
children.

Mentally deficient

The mentally deficient compose
approximately 0.5 per cent of the
general population. They are the
persons whose degree of intelligence is
such that they are usually considered
uneducable in terms of learning
academic skills or insofar as school
programs have been traditionally
conceived. In the past, relatively few
mentally deficient children were found
in the public schools. Only a few of the
largest cities, such as New York and
Detroit, have provided a limited
number of classes for them. They were
excluded upon the basis of their lack of
intellectual and academic potential.
Many of them also have physical
anomalies that set them apart from the
general population, such as
Mongolism. Since World War I, the
parents of these children have become
active, organizing into local, state, and
national organizations. The result of
their activity has been that a majority
of the states have now included
provisions for mentally deficient

children within their educational
legislation. Public school classes for
these children are no longer rare
although there will never be large
numbers of them since the population
iIs small-only approximately 3/4 per
1000 school children.

The mentally deficient persons are not
only defective in terms of their
intellectual development. Physically, in
addition to the anomalies and stigmata
often present, they also tend to be
somewhat retarded. This applies to
their motor development as well. As a
group

they weigh somewhat less, are
somewhat shorter, have a poor body
carriage and muscular development,
and a greater number of physical
defects than is found among persons of
comparable age in the general
population. In addition, they are
socially and economically

defective. They are incapable of
making their way in society
independently. They require lifetime
supervision and direction by their
parents, relatives, or private or public
agencies. Some mentally deficient
persons have demonstrated the ability
to produce to a limited degree within a
protected work and social
environment, but even under optimum
conditions they can never become
entirely socially and economically
independent.

Mentally handicapped

Approximately 2 to 3 per cent of the
general  population is  mentally
handicapped. Unlike the mentally
deficient, the mentally handicapped are
relatively normal in their physical and

velopment. A mentally handicapped
person cannot be recognized by merely
looking at him; identification requires
a  psychological diagnosis  The
mentally  handicapped attain a
maximum mental growth between
approximately 7 years-6 months and
11 vyears. Their grade achievement
should be from second to fourth or
fifth grade level.

Mentally handicapped children,
however, deviate intellectually so
significantly from the normal that a
special class has been found to be the
best educational placement for them.
They are educable.This fact has been
recognized by the majority of the
states. In these states the State
Departments of Education usually
encourage local communities to make
special class provisions for the
mentally handicapped by providing
supplementary state funds for their
support.

The mentally handicapped can learn
the basic academic fundamentals and
can learn to use and apply these skills
in situations in which they are needed.
In addition, mentally handicapped
children have the potential of
becoming adequate  social and
economic members of society. They
can learn to get along in the
community independently, to travel
about the community, and to support
themselves by obtaining and holding
jobs.

Slow learner

The slow learners compose the largest
group of mentally retarded persons.
Among the general school population,
15 to 17 or 18 percent of the children
can be considered slow learners. Since
they are a very large group and since

they do not deviate as markedly from
the average as do the other groups of
mentally retarded children, special
educational provisions have not been
considered essential. They do provide
one of the largest and most intense,
continuing problems

facing the general classroom teacher.
They confront every teacher, with the
possible exception of those teachers
who instruct only ad-

vanced academic senior high school
subjects. In an average community
where the school serves children from
all cultural, social, and economic
levels, a class of 30 unselected children
can be expected to contain 4 or 5 slow
learners.

These percentages and numbers are not
true for all communities. Preferred
suburban communities where
executive and professional

persons reside will have very few slow
learners. In these communities it is not
at all unusual for the mean or average
1.Q. of the school children to be 110,
115, or even 120. The sub-cultural
areas of large metropolitan
communities where the children
receive little psycho-social stimulation
present quite a different picture. The
mean 1.Q. of the children attending
some of these schools is 85 or 90. Fifty
percent or more

of the children can appropriately be
designated as slow learners.
